Yourkeadefin theaBody bfiCleriat ¢
through this unleavened bread, has brought many a heart to unders!
and believe just as you have always believed.

Since 1979, this bread ministry group has grown from just a few hands to over 8 teams of
hands today. From just2bread bakers, we now have over 30 bread bakers, all thanks to
you and your enthusiasm for sharing your ministry with others in the parish. When people are
told, even today, that bread bakers make the Eucharistic bread every Friday or Saturday for
the entire weekend, they are in awe at such a ministry. Penny, you have been faithful and
diligent every week purchasing whole wheat and white flour from the grocery and insuring
that sufficient supplies were in the kitchen and available for all the bread baking teams. Dur-
ing family times, weddings, illnesses, holidays and vacations, nothing seemed to stop the
altar bread ministry. We acknowledge you and your family who came in to bake extra
amounts of bread to insure adequate amounts for all our Christmas and Easter Liturgies.
Your faithfulness has not gone unnoticed.

From our hearts, we are most grateful for your dedication, devotion to the Body of Christ,
your silent ministry amongst us, and your faithfulness. May God bless and shower you and
your loved ones with many graces.
