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Our Challenge: Serving the Growing Catholic Population 

�x�� Catholics comprise an estimated 11% of  area households.  Considering the current population 

figures, there could be as many as 30,000 or more Catholics in our parish boundaries. 

�x�� Our area is one of  the fastest-growing in the nation.  The population we serve (currently 

around 200,000) is expected to grow by at least 50,000 in coming years. 

�x�� Our current churchõs seating capacity is 875, which means that, even with 5 weekend Masses, 

we can only accommodate half  of  our 10,000 registered parishioners.  

�x�� Our classrooms do not support the size of  our Religious Education program.  Even with sev-

eral tracks of  classes, we must cap our sessions to prevent overcrowded classrooms. We have 

no dedicated facilities for our youth, who will form the next generation of  Catholics.

�x�� The mission of  St. Philip the Apostle Catholic Church is to glorify God and to contribute to 

the salvation of  souls, our own and those in our community. 

�x�� We reach out with three signs of  our mission: The Truth  of  our Faith; The Goodness of  

God, and the Beauty that lifts our minds and hearts to the contemplation of  heavenly things.
